Together in-person again - Shura and Ijtima Report

Majlis Ansarullah USA held the 2022 National Ijtima in Houston TX at
Baitus Samee Mosque on Nov 19-20, 2022. The day before Ijtima, Majlis
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Ansarullah also held the Shura meeting, attended by
Ansarullah delegates from all over the US. This was a
busy weekend for everyone, but Alhamdolillah, both
events were very successful, and all participants and
organizers were grateful to Allah Taala for getting this
opportnity to get together in person and enjoy the
blessings from these events.

Here are a few highlights from both these events:

Shura: This year, the total number of Shura delegates was 180 from 55
Majalis, including 12 Nazimeen-e-Aala and 20 national amila members. Two
Shura sub-committees were formed during the morning session. The
Tarbiyyat sub-committee was chaired by Naib Sadr, Dr. Mansoor Qureshi
Sahib, and the secretary of the committee was Muavin Sadr, Rizwan Alladin
Sahib.

The Finance sub-committee was chaired by Naib Sadr Zahid Mian Sahib,
and Qaid Maal, Mahmood Hanif Sahib served as the secretary of the
committee.

The proposals were discussed in detail by the respective committees and
recommendations were submitted. The Shura general body then deliberated
on the proposal and recommendations. Ansar members asked clarifying
questions and shared their comments and subsequently both committee
recommendations were approved. These recommendations have been sent to
Huzur (aba) for his final approval before implementation.

Ansar Ijtima: After three years, Majlis Ansarullah held its National Ijtima,
in-person, in Houston, TX. Members were excited to see each other, and
spent quality time during the Ijtima. A total of 606 members attended from all
over the country. Houston Majlis had the honor to host the Ijtima, and despite
of rain and colder than usual weather, they proved to be exceptional hosts
and served their fellow Ansar brothers with utmost care and love. Jazakallah!

The long distance biking team:
The first highlight of the Shura
and Ijtima gathering was the
Ansarullah biking group arrival
on Friday morning. Twelve
members rode their bikes together
from Austin, TX to Houston, a
journey of 171 miles. The
background of this adventurous
activity was that during Huzoor's

(aba) trip to USA in October of 2022, beloved Huzoor (aba) graciously met
with Ansarullah Amila where he expressed his desire that Ansar should take
up cycling as an exercise. He also suggested that Ansarullah should organize
group cycling trips over long distances and shared examples of how Majalis
Ansarullah from other countries have done the same.

The first day of the bicycle trip started from Austin and the group arrived in
the town of Bernham before sunset, a distance of over 75 miles through
rolling hills on a major US highway. Along the way they stopped to offer
Salat outside a Starbucks coffee shop. It was cold and windy, but all the
cyclists enjoyed the camaraderie and were able to complete the first leg of the
journey.

The second day started from Bernham and they went through the
countryside, passing by farms and other small towns. This time they offered
Salat in an open field near a service area. The group arrived in Houston by
late afternoon. The next morning Sadr Sahib and other Ijtima guests warmly
welcomed the cyclists before the start of the Shura at Baitus Samee mosque
in Houston.

Highlights of the Ijtima:

As always, the Ijtima program consisted of educational competitions,
workshops, faith inspiring accounts, sports competitions, and concluding
speech by Respected Amir Jama'at USA. The education competitions were
very engaging and competitive. The qualifying round were held on Friday
night after Maghrib and Isha prayers, and the top contenders competed in the
morning session of the Ijtima.

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were cancelled.
