Similarly, mosques are being inaugurated these days, three mosques have 
been inaugurated and three will be inaugurated soon as the UK Jama’at is also 
drawn to this matter now. These should also open avenues for Tabligh. While 
new mosques attract criticism, they also generate interest and reports show 
that people are interested in gathering information.
